Before this historical
battle even began, the American forces led by George
Washington had been defeated in several battles and
he and his generals knew that they had to win some
type of victory in order to sustain the fight for freedom
against the British.

Historic Park.

Up until a few weeks before that time, the Hessian
had morning and evening patrols in and all through the
area. The Hessians had been alerted that Washington
may attack Trenton. In fact some of the New Jersey
militia men routinely had crossed the Delaware River
at night and would shoot at Hessian officers and
soldiers on patrols as sneak attacks. Thus, the Hessians
were very much on guard and ready for an impeding
attack.

Washington knew that the war was
weighing heavy on the Americans

and with being in the cold winter month of December,
he didn't know how much longer they could fight
against the British. Many of the American soldiers
terms of service were about to expire and a large
amount of them would be returning home. And once
the weather cleared enough for the British to cross the
Delaware easily, they would have to face the massive
assault from both the Hessian and British troops that
numbered in the thousands. But with every
devastation, there are always the
heroes which arise. God placed in
the hearts of those men the
willingness to fight and face
unknown odds against their foes.

Washington knew he had to
attack Trenton first and it had to be
done immediately and secretly. So,
they decided to cross the Delaware
River and march to Trenton,
starting on Christmas Day. The
main emphasis of this article is to
impress upon the reader the great
sacrifices those men that fought in
this battle. A sacrifice we will never know and perhaps
barely understand.

So, in order to secure victory with odds seemingly
against them, they decided they had to vacate their
position at sunset without the British troops on the
other side noticing them packing up, crossing the icy
Delaware River without being noticed, and marching
throughout the night, again without being detected,
and reach Trenton before sunrise and then attack.

Sounds easy, right? It would have all failed if it
wasn't the hand of God. That night, a heavy howling
northeastern winter storm hit Trenton. Because of that,
the British and Hessian soldiers stopped their patrols

s frepe

thinking the weather was too severe for any kind of
military movement by Washington. At the same time,
the Americans started to mobilize at 4:00 p.m to march
towards and to cross the Delaware River. They
marched five miles in below freezing weather just to
get to the river while it snowed, rain, and iced.

The plan was to leave at noon,

so they were already late leaving. Washington ordered
profound silence so there would be no detection from
the British. Major James Wilkinson followed their trail
to the river and remembered that the “route was easily
traced, as there was a little snow on the ground, which
was tinged here and there with blood from the feet of
the men who wore broken shoes.” Quote from
Washington's Crossing. By Eleven O'clock, the
Northeastern storm shifted, and hit them with a terrific
force again as they marched straight into the storm.
According to historian David Hackett Fischer in his
book, Washington’s Crossing, John Greenwood, a
soldier in the Continental Army said, “it rained,
hailed, snowed, and froze.”

Another section of Washington's army went down

stream and was delayed in crossing the river as huge
ice jams were preventing this section of the army to
cross the river. “The floating ice
that came downstream was caught
by the incoming tide and driven
upstream against the falls. Great
cakes of ice were trapped between
the rocks and the tide and
compressed into a jumbled mass of
frozen chaos.”
Quote from Washington s Crossing.
This made the crossing dangerous
with  floating ice, possibly
damaging the boats and the
extreme temperature.

After they crossed the river
finally, they continued their march. They came across
a big stream called Jacob's Creek. It's tumbling waters
had cut a deep ravine directly in their path, and the
road fell away in a steep decline. Here they had to
unharness their horses and artillery. They had to bring
out the artillery's long drag ropes and using the trees as
mooring posts for a mechanical advantage, so the guns
could be lowered and then hauled back up on the other
side of the creek, and then had to do it all over again at
another section. All of this in the storm, roads being
icy, snow blowing

in their face, then freezing rain. All in the dark.
Moving inch by inch. All along, Washington urging
and encouraging them, “press on, press on boys.”

At approximately 7:30 a.m on December 26, 1776,
a little after sunrise, Washington and his men and his
divisions reached Trenton, marching all night long in
the howling Northeastern storm, with snow, ice, rain
and heavy winds blowing in their face. Some having
only a resemblance of shoes on their feet. The men
were tired, exhausted, frozen half to death as they
reached Trenton. One of Washington's Glover's
Marblehead regiment checked their weapons and their
their gun powder was wet and not in firing condition.
After leaving at 4:00 p.m on Christmas Day, marching
approximately five miles, then crossing the Delaware
River, and marching another approximately five miles,
all during the dark, frigid cold night, the army gathered
together. As they all gathered at Trenton to charge for
the battle, John Sullivan asked, “What is to be done.”
Officer Arthur St. Clair replied, “You have nothing for
it but to push on and charge,” and George Washington
said, “Advance and charge.” (Washington’s Crossing)

The Americans won the battle of Trenton that day
against all odds, and with the hand of God, delivering
them to victory. This was just a snippet of what they
went through. This short article fails to illuminate the

sacrifice and ordeal these men endured.
Regardless, this is a Christmas story that we often
don't hear, our children don't know, and the great
sacrifices of men whose names we will never know.
We will never truly appreciate these men who
willingly embraced the cause of freedom. They fought
for our beautiful country, they fought for a Republic,
and they fought to secure a white, Christian nation.
They fought for us the children of the Republic. May
we never forget the great sacrifice of these men and
never forget this beautiful Christmas story of
December 25, 1776.
